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CYLA Definition and Purpose 
 

The California Youth Leaders Association (CYLA) was organized to serve as a direct 
channel of communication between YABA youth bowlers and the California State 
YABA (CSYABA). They help train members in the operations and administrations of 
YABA and the CSYABA; assist adult association officers and directors wherever 
possible and to serve on various committees of the CSYABA and to promote youth 
bowling through membership drives, serving as student coaches, conducting training 
programs and instructing timely projects to further the growth and interest in youth 
bowling. 
 
All sanctioned YABA youth bowlers that reside in California are eligible to become a 
Youth Leader locally and must be at least the age of 14 to become a youth leader with the 
CYLA Program. Any member under suspension from membership in YABA shall be 
ineligible to serve as a youth leader. The members of the CYLA shall control the affairs 
of the organization and shall have the power to adopt procedures and amend or rescind 
these procedures as long as they are not inconsistent with the Constitution and By-Laws 
of the CSYABA or the YABA.  
 
Two annual meetings are held, one in October and a Board Meeting in January of each 
year. These meetings will be held at the same time and place of the CSYABA October 
and January meetings, which are usually held in the city of the upcoming State 
Championship Tournament. Normally the Youth Leaders will meet the Friday night of 
the October Convention and host an Adult/Junior Fun Tournament at one of the hosting 
State Tournament bowls. 
 
One of the duties of the CYLA is to host and organize the Annual Queens  & Master, 
Prince & Princess and Coaches Relief Tournament every weekend of the State 
Championship Tournament.

ARTICLE I  – Name 
This organization shall be known as the California Youth Leaders Association (CYLA). 
 
 
ARTICLE II  – Purpose 
A. To serve as a direct channel of communication between YABA youth bowlers and the CSYABA. 
 
B. To train members in the operations and administrations of YABA and the CSYABA, to assist adult 

association officers and directors wherever possible and to serve on various committees of the 
CSYABA. 

 
C. To promote youth bowling through membership drives, serving as student coaches, conducting 

training programs and instructing timely projects to further the growth and interest in youth bowling. 
 
 
ARTICLE III  – Objectives 
A. To convey to CSYABA members the philosophy of YABA and the YABA program. 
 
B. To actively teach and relay by example the values of sportsmanship and good citizenship in youth 

bowling activities. 
 
C. To create a desire in youth bowlers to assume responsibilities when they become adult members of 

the ABC and WIBC. 
 
 
ARTICLE IV  – Membership 
Section 1 - The youth leaders shall become comprised of representatives of YABA. 
 
Section 2 - Representatives to the Youth Leaders Program must be Sanctioned bowlers of the CSYABA 
and must reside in California. 
 
Section 3 - Any member under suspension from membership in YABA shall be ineligible to serve as a 
youth leader. 
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Section 4 - CYLA members shall be entitled to voice and cote as follows: 
1. All board members and directors have full voice and vote. 
2. All CYLA members have the privilege of voice. 
3. Each represented association may designate a maximum of three members to vote on any 

question and therefore have the privilege of full voice and vote at any membership meeting.  
 
Section 5 – There shall be at least two adult advisors, from the CSYABA, appointed by the CYLA 
Board of Directors. These advisors shall be notified of all scheduled meetings.  
 
Section 6 - The President and Secretary of the CSYABA shall be advised of and entitled to attend all 
meetings of the CYLA. The President and Secretary can send alternates to meetings after notifying the 
CYLA. 
 
Section 7 - The members of the CYLA shall control the affairs of the organization and shall have the 
power to adopt procedures and amend or rescind these procedures as long as they are not inconsistent 
with the Constitution and By-Laws of the CSYABA or the YABA. 
 
 
ARTICLE V  – Meeting 
Section 1 - The following meetings will be held: An annual meeting to be held in October of each year 
and a Board Meeting in January of each year. These meetings will be held at the same time and place of 
the CSYABA October and January meetings. 
 
Section 2 - Special meetings shall be called by the President and must be called on the written request of 
the majority of the Board of Directors. 
 
Section 3 - Written notice of all special meetings shall be sent to each CYLA Board Members and adult 
advisors not less than 30 days prior to meetings. 
 
Section 4 - Quorum requirements: Annual open membership meeting shall consist of fifteen board 
members/youth leaders. CYLA board meetings shall consist of five board members. 
 
 
ARTICLE VI  – Officers 
Section 1 - The officers shall consist of President, Vice President, North Vice President, Central Vice 
President, South Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Sergeant-At-Arms. 
 
Section 2 - The officers shall be elected for two-year terms at the annual meeting, and must be present to 
be elected unless given dispensation by the board. President, Treasurer, Sergeant-At-Arms and Central 
Vice President shall be elected in the odd numbered years and the Vice President, Secretary, Northern 
and Southern Vice President shall be elected in the even numbered years. 
 
Section 3 - All elected officers and directors shall assume office after election at the annual meeting and 
shall hold office until elections at the next appropriate annual meeting, unless removed by a two-thirds 
(2/3 or 10 members if less than 15 are present) vote of the Board Members. The President shall appoint a 
replacement to serve until the next meeting with the approval of two-thirds of the board. In case of a 
vacancy in the office of President, the Vice President shall assume the office. 
 
Section 4 - The officers and directors shall be responsible for the management of the affairs of the 
Organization according to the adopted procedures. 
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Section 5 - DUTIES OF THE PRESIDENT: The President shall preside at all meetings of the CYLA, 
appoint committees and shall be responsible for the enforcement of purposes and objectives of the 
organization. (The President shall verify that at least two signatures are provided on all vouchers and 
arrange an annual audit of the organizations finances). 
 
Section 6 - DUTIES OF THE VICE PRESIDENT: The Vice President shall, in the absence of the 
President, perform the duties of that office and shall discharge such other duties that may be assigned. 
The Vice President shall supervise all service work and special projects initiated by the Youth Leaders 
of the CYLA. 
 
Section 7 - DUTIES OF THE SECRETARY: The Secretary shall have charge of all correspondence and 
shall notify members of the time and place of all meetings.  The Secretary shall keep an account of the 
proceedings of all meetings; shall maintain a current list of names and addresses of all members and 
shall provide a copy of such list to the Secretary of the CSYABA within ten (10) days after the meeting. 
 
Section 8 - DUTIES OF THE TREASURER: The Treasurer must be at least 18 years or older and shall 
keep and account of all receipts and disbursements and shall present a report of all financial transactions 
to the CYLA for the previous and/or current season at the meeting of the CYLA and when otherwise 
requested to do so by the President. The Treasurer shall receive, record and receipt money or property 
donated or paid to the CYLA and deposit money received within seven (7) days in a recognized banking 
institution in the name of the CYLA. Approved withdrawal of fund requires two signatures of two 
officers 18 or older (two bond-able parties). The signatures for withdrawal can consist of any three 
names, as long as they are of the bondable party. 
 
Section 9 - DUTIES OF THE SERGEANT-AT-ARMS: The Sergeant-At-Arms shall keep order during 
meetings and shall eject persons creating disturbance.  He/she shall count the votes on a rising or written 
ballot. Bonding - All Officers handling money shall automatically be bonded by the Young American 
Bowling Alliance. Records and Property - An officer shall return all records and property belonging to 
the CYLA within ten (10) days after the term has expired or after vacating the office. 
 
Section 10 - DUTIES OF THE NORTHERN, CENTRAL AND SOUTHERN VICE PRESIDENTS: 
The Vice Presidents shall serve as a communication line within the state of California. They will be 
representing the Northern, Central, and Southern regions of California.  It shall be their responsibility to 
give reports at all meetings on news, information, etc. about their region. 
 
Section 11 - Each association will be limited to three members to the CYLA board.   
 
 
ARTICLE VII  – Quorum 
Section 1 - Quorum requirements: Annual open membership meeting shall consist of fifteen board 
members/youth leaders. CYLA board meetings shall consist of five board members. 
 
 
ARTICLE VIII  – Committees 
Section 1 - The President will appoint the following committees: Tournament, Public Relations, Budget 
and Finance, Nominating, Legislative and any other committees deemed necessary. 
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ARTICLE IX - Order of Business 
1. Call to order  - includes pledge. 

 
2. Roll call. 

 
4. Reading of the minutes of previous meeting. 

 
5. Report of communications.

Section 6 - The President and Secretary of the CSYABA shall be advised of and entitled to attend all 
meetings of the CYLA. The President and Secretary can send alternates to meetings after notifying 
the CYLA. 
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Section 7 - The members of the CYLA shall control the affairs of the organization and shall have the 
power to adopt procedures and amend or rescind these procedures as long as they are not 
inconsistent with the Constitution and By-Laws of the CSYABA or the YABA. 
 
 
ARTICLE V – Meeting 
 
Section 1 - The following meetings will be held: An annual meeting to be held in October of each 
year and a Board Meeting in January of each year. These meetings will be held at the same time and 
place of the CSYABA October and January meetings.

Section 2 - The officers shall be elected for two year terms at the annual meeting. President, 
Treasurer and Sergeant-At-Arms shall be elected in the even numbered years and the Vice President 
and Secretary in odd numbered years. The director’s term will be two years. Odd numbered directors 
will be elected in the odd years and the even in the even years. There will be five officers and ten 
directors. 
 
Section 3 - All elected officers and directors shall assume office after election at the annual meeting 
and shall hold office until elections at the next appropriate annual meeting, unless removed by a two-
thirds (2/3 or 10 members if less than 15 are present) vote of the Board Members. The President 
shall appoint a replacement to serve until the next meeting with the approval of two-thirds of the 
board. In case of a vacancy in the office of President, the Vice President shall assume the office. 
 
Section 4 - The officers and directors shall be responsible for the management of the affairs of the 
Organization according to the adopted procedures. 
 
Section 5 - DUTIES OF THE PRESIDENT: The President shall preside at all meetings of the CYLA, 
appoint committees and shall be responsible for the enforcement of purposes and objectives of the 
organization.

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Officer Descriptions: 
 
President – Conducts the meetings; overseeing all committees and to report back to the 
CSYABA board. The president shall appoint people to all committees and appoint a 
chairman. 

 
Vice President – Shall receive responsibilities of the president when the current 
president is absent. 
 
Secretary – Shall take notes at every meeting. Types up the minutes to be passed out at 
next meeting to be analyzed and corrected. Types the minutes, for the minute’s 
committee to review and revise.  
 
Treasurer – Chairs the budget committee and works with the CSYABA board to make 
sure our budget in balanced. Must be at least 18 years of age. 
 
Sergeant-At-Arms – Shall keep order in the meeting. Runs officer elections and chairs 
the nominating committee. 
 
Northern, Southern, and Central Vice President – Shall represent their region of 
California. They shall relay information about tournaments and help with the 
coordination of the Pepsi Tournaments.

October Meeting 
 
We shall elect the upcoming officers, go over minutes from the previous meeting, discuss 
any upcoming events, pass all motions discussed in previous meetings, and discuss old 
and new business. 
 
 

January Meeting 
 
We shall go over minutes from previous meeting, discuss any new and old business, and 
meet with individual committees. Discuss all of the up coming positions. Go over all the 
proposed by-laws and procedure manual that need to be discussed at the October 
meeting. 
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Legislative Committee 
 
The Legislative committee is a standing committee.  The President appoints the chairman 
and members. 
 
All proposed amendments to the CYLA by-laws must be submitted in writing by the 
proposor, to the Secretary/Treasurer and President of the CYLA by January 1st prior to 
the Mid-season meeting. The legislative committee when it meets may propose such 
additional amendments, as it may deem necessary. 
 
The chairman maintains a file of all proposals received and all correspondence, which 
pertain to them. The chairman then calls a committee meeting and the members review 
the amendments. The committee recommends the proposal for adoption or rejection. The 
legislative committee also studies the needs of the association and submits amendments 
accordingly. 
 
The chairman of the legislative committee presents each amendment together with the 
recommendations of the committee to the Board of Directors.  The members of the Board 
of Directors then vote as to whether or not they recommend the amendment be adopted or 
rejected. 
 
All proposed amendments must be submitted to the October meeting.  
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Minutes Committee 
 
Reviews the minutes that the secretary writes prior to the youth board meeting and 
present correction to the board. The committee should very carefully review the minutes 
so that every ones name is spelled right. The chairman should make sure that his/her 
committee has a list of all the board members names so that they know how to spell it. 
The committee should look for the following things when reviewing the minutes: 
 

• Spelling corrections 
 

• Grammar problems 
 

• Grammatical errors 
 

• Etc. 
 
The chairman should make sure that the corrections are made to the minutes as soon as 
the board of directors passes the corrections.

8. All YABA Tournament rules will govern this tournament. Any misconduct will be 
cause for disqualification and the forfeiture of entry fees and right to any wards or 
scholarships. This rule will be strictly enforced. CSYABA attire rules apply.   
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Prince & Princess Rules 
 
1. The Prince & Princess tournament will be held in conjunction with the CSYABA,

Average to be used: CSYABA Championship Tournament entering average.  

5. The boy and girl with the highest scratch series will be declared the champions.   

6. Awards will be appointed on a ratio of one in ten entries, 100% returned. 
Scholarships administered by the CSYABA from the Scholarship Trust Fund. 

7. Cost: $10.00, Lineage $4.50, Awards $.90, Expense $1.60, Scholarships $3.00. 

8. All YABA Tournament rules will govern this tournament. Any misconduct will be 
cause for disqualification and the forfeiture of entry fees and right to any wards or 
scholarships. This rule will be strictly enforced. CSYABA attire rules apply. 
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Coaches Relief Tournament Rules 
 

 All coaches and parents and adult youth bowling supporters are welcome to 
participate. The tournament will be sanctioned, so please bring a current ABC or 
WIBC card and a verification of your 4/15 average. Rules 319 a-2, and 319 e are 
waived. Rule 319 a-3 will apply. Unsanctioned bowlers may purchase an 
unattached card or pay participation fee at the tournament site.

• Divisions: Two (2); men and women. 
• Handicap: 80% of 200 (or less) average.

• Awards: One award per eight bowlers of fraction there of in each 

 division. High man and woman will have scholarships awarded 
 to their local youth association in their name.
