Gigantic Five Team Tournament Rules

1. This event is certified by the USBC and all Rules and Regulations as set forth in their Rules Book will be enforced.   Participation in this Tournament is open to all USBC Members. Non Members may participate by purchasing an affiliate membership card. Bowler’s USBC ID# are needed to insure any awards individuals qualify for will be attainable.

2. The Tournament shall consist of Five (5) Member Teams. (Any Combination, either All Men, All Women or Mixed).

3. Handicap: 90% of 1150.

4. Use 2010 Book Average.  If no book average, use highest verifiable average of 21 games or more as of the Tournament Date provided proper verification of that average is presented to the Tournament Director prior to start of Bowling.  Tournament Rule 319a-2 has been waived from this Tournament. (Note: Bowlers whose current average is 10 pins or more below their 2010 Book Average will only be allowed to drop ten pins from highest known average. Bowlers with no verifiable average will be assigned a 230 average.  Bowlers having both a Collegiate Division Average and also a USBC average must use the highest average.

5. NO YABA Averages will be accepted.  All other entrants will bowl Scratch. USBC Rule 319a-3 regarding reporting incorrect averages could result in disqualification and forfeiture of Prize Monies.

6. USBC Rule 319e will apply to all participants.  The obligation under this rule rests solely with the bowler and is not the Tournament Director’s responsibility.

7. The Tournament Committee reserves the right to reject or re-rate any entrant prior to the start of this event.

8.  It shall be the Bowler’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of their reported average. (USBC Rule 319A-3)

9. All Participants are required to report any Tournament Winnings in any Tournament that was in access of $600.00

(USBC Rule 319d).

10. Participants that have been rerated by any organization must report those rerates or face possible forfeiture of Prize Money.

11. Complete Entry Fees must accompany Entry Form. Entry Forms must be filled out completely. 

12. Bowlers arriving late may not make up missed frames and will receive zero (0) for each of the missed frames unless approved by the Tournament Director.

13. The Tournament Committee may authorize the completion of a game and/or series on another pair of certified lanes when equipment failure on the starting lanes would delay the normal progress of a series. (USBC Rule 321).

14. Phone Reservations accepted but Entries Close September 26th  unless squad fills prior to that date.

15. ENTRY FEE IS $32.00 Per Bowler. Bowling $8.00, Expenses $4.00,  Prize Fund $20.00. 

16. All Prize fees collected in any event or division of an event will be returned 100% to the participants in that event.
